House Rules for
The High Ranges Farmstay:
1 Check-In and Check-Out Timings: 

Check-in: 2:00 PM  check-out: 12:00 PM.
Any differences in check-in and check-out timings should be intimated by the guest in advance.

2 Food Timings:
Breakfast:  8:00 AM to 10:00 AM
Tea/Snacks:  4:00 PM to 5:00 PM
Dinner:  7:30 PM to 10:00 PM

3 Pool Timings:
The swimming pool is accessible from 8:00 AM to 10:00 PM. Proper pool attire is required to 
maintain water cleanliness. Please use the shower provided before entering the pool area.

4 Safety Aspects:
   - Refrain from wandering off without informing or seeking assistance from The High Ranges staff.
   - Be mindful of reptiles in the area; always watch your step, especially around clumps of dead leaves.
   - Supervise children at all times and never leave them unattended.
   - Keep doors closed to prevent insects from entering rooms.
   - Walk only on designated pathways, especially at night, and use torch lights for visibility.
   - Do not roam about the farm after 10:00 PM.

5 General Rules:
   - The entire house, including verandas and the pool, are non smoking areas. Designated smoking areas  
      are provided.
   - Dispose of sanitary covers in the provided bins, not in the toilet.
   - Avoid tampering with saplings and causing damage to plants.
   - Treat The High Ranges Farm staff with respect and do not offer them alcohol.
   - Maintain cleanliness by refraining from littering and reducing the use of plastic.
   - Avoid loud music and noise, especially when other guests are present.
   - Pets are allowed on the premises.
   - Write a review on TripAdvisor or Google and share your experience on Instagram.
   - Follow pool rules and adhere to food timings.
  - Engaging in activities such as walking, climbing rocks, cycling, swimming in the pool and stream,   
      bathing in the waterfall, and biking, are at your own risk.
   - Wear proper pool attire when using the pool.
   - No food and beverages are allowed near the pool area.
   - Tips can be given to the supervisor and will be shared among all staff.
   - The High Ranges is not responsible for your valuables; lockers are provided for safekeeping.
   - Park vehicles only in marked parking areas in front of the house.
